This was
an incredible contrast to the clothing of preceding
and succeeding periods with their horizontal
emphasis, multiple layers and often heavy fabrics.

B Gown or Dress: The gown was at least ankle
length and had a very high “empire” waist. Some
bodices scooped quite low in front and/or back while
others were more moderate. Some had trains in the
rear which were pinned up while dancing. The
sleeves could be short or wrist length as cach style
was popular at different times. A few sleeveless
gowns were even seen early in the period. The fabric
was light and white was the favourite of that time,
The dresses had ribbons on them.
